The organization and the foundation are governed by an
independent board of trustees composed of women and
men who live and work in the area; these trustees have di-
verse professional experience.

Canton Christian Home is a continuing care retirement
community sponsored by Christian churches and
churches of Christ in the tristate area of eastern Ohio,
western Pennsylvania, and the panhandle of West Virginia.
The home, an arm of the church, ministers to widows,
widowers, unmarried individuals, and couples over the age
of 62 who desire living in a Christian environment. The res-
idents are cared for physically, spiritually, emotionally, so-
cially, and financially as needed. Acts 6, James 1:27, and
Psalms 71:9 are Scriptures often referred to as the reasons
for this ministry. The home’s mission statement is: “to pro-
vide the highest level of quality care and services to older
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adults, compassionately meeting their needs in a Christian
homelike environment, and promoting their health, secu-
rity, happiness, and usefulness in longer living.”

The home is in its 28th year, currently has 114 residents
living in congregate apartments, 31 residents in licensed
assisted living, and 75 residents in the licensed nursing
care. Over the years it has ministered to 1,170 different in-
dividuals.

The Association of Benevolent Care (ABC) funding cor-
poration has provided more than $2.5 million in residen-
tial benevolent care since it opened its doors in 1976.
Currently ABC is providing more than $200,000 of benevo-
lent care to Christians living in the Canton Christian Home
residential areas.

Christ In Youth was founded in 1968 by Ozark Bible Col-
lege Professor Bob Stacy to present a contemporary gospel
message to youth. Led
by student volunteers,
CIY conducted rallies
and high school assem-
blies filled with drama,
music, and dynamic
speaking. As youth re-
sponded, an organiza-
tion was born.

The initial programs of CIY centered on weekend evangel-
ism teams and on premier weeklong summer conferences
for youth. The first conference was held in 1969, and today
CIY’s Summer Conferences reach more than 20,000 young
people nationwide. Additionally, other programs such as
youth mission opportunities and junior high events were de-
veloped. As CIY’s effectiveness in youth ministry grew, the
organization began to create effective tools for youth minis-
ters to go with the programming strategy. During 2004, an
estimated 50,000 youth and youth workers will attend a CIY
event. Of these, more than one-third will make a life-chang-
ing decision about their relationship with Christ.

In April 1960, a group of Christian church/church of
Christ ministers in Cincinnati, Ohio, met to discuss the de-
velopment of a retirement home for the aging. That Octo-
ber, E. Richard Crabtree was elected the first president of
the Christian Benevolent Association. On January 8, 1961,
James N. Johnston, president of Standard Publishing, pre-
sented Mr. Crabtree with the property title for the Mohortor
estate located in Mount Healthy, Ohio. That August, Marvin
Matthews accepted the position as executive director/ad-
ministrator. Groundbreaking for the Mount Healthy Christ-
ian Home was August 2, 1963, and the home was dedicated
on May 8, 1966. In 1977 a second building was dedicated.
The home was designed for residential/assisted living and
nursing care, with a capacity of nearly 200 residents.

In August 1982, J. Donald Sams became chief executive
officer/administrator. Under his leadership CBA has added
a second campus to its ministry, a 75-acre campus in
Mason, Ohio, called Mason Christian Village. That retire-
ment community now includes 191 cottages, 77 apart-
ments, 60 licensed assisted-living beds, and 62 nursing
beds (22 of which are for Alzheimer’s patients). Now that
the campus is fully developed and occupied, CBA is re-
searching other areas to develop communities designed to
provide secure, quality living in a Christian environment.

CBA currently serves more than 600 residents on its two
campuses. The annual budget for all entities exceeds $20
million. The ongoing subsidy need is $1 million annually.
These funds are provided by donations from churches
and individuals. CBA has a special fund for ministers/mis-
sionaries and spouses for their care during retirement.

Christian Children’s Home of Ohio, Inc. (which also op-
erates Christian Children’s Homes of Tennessee and
Christian Children’s Home International) has operated as
a ministry for 35 years, and has served more than 5,000
children at its U.S. locations alone.

CCHO operates several ministries that serve abandoned,

abused, and neglected children. It also provides residen-
tial care at a treatment center in Wooster, Ohio. CCHO also
provides foster care and adoptive services in Wooster,
Cleveland, and Columbus, Ohio, and in Elizabethton and
Knoxville, Tennessee. The organization operates Christian
Counseling Centers in Wooster, Massillon, and Canton,
Ohio, and in Elizabethton, Tennessee.

CCHO operates three
ministries in Crimea,
Ukraine: an orphanage
for abandoned children;
a ministry to street chil-
dren that provides meals,
clothing, showers, laun-
dry, and some medical
care plus Bible studies;
and a ministry caring for abandoned babies in local hospi-
tals. It is working to establish a new church as well.

The organization provides a fully equipped worship and
retreat center and a challenge course open to use by
church groups and institutions from throughout the
United States.

The ministry exists to serve an increasing number of chil-
dren who can no longer live at home due to abuse, aban-
donment, and neglect. It licenses only Christian families as
foster parents and places adoptive children into Christian
homes only. There are more than 150,000 children in the
U.S. on any given day waiting for their own “forever family.”
